       Background and Eligibility Requirements:

· Thirteen (13) or more scholarships will be awarded to attend the 21st Annual NAPSA Conference (“Healing the Culture of Abuse”), November 8th – 11th at the Westin Gaslamp Quarter, San Diego, CA.
· Scholarships will be in two amounts: 
$1,000 for persons who live more than 150 miles from San Diego:

· $325 to be deducted for the conference member registration fee, and 
· a check for $700 to be given to the recipient at the end of the conference to put towards travel expenses. 
$750 for persons who live within 150 miles of San Diego:

· $325 to be deducted for the conference member registration fee, and

· a check for $425 to be given to the recipient at the end of the conference to put towards travel expenses. 

· Checks will be made out to the person awarded the scholarship, unless NAPSA is notified well in advance of the conference that the check is to made out to the person’s agency.

· Scholarships are limited to persons who:

· Are currently employed in California as an APS caseworker, supervisor or administrator;

· Are a currently paid up NAPSA member or join/rejoin with their application;

· Are committed to improving their skills and knowledge in order to better perform their APS responsibilities;

· Are committed to sharing the information gained at the NAPSA Conference with their APS and allied professional colleagues when they return to their communities;

· Cannot attend the conference without financial support;
· Have the approval of their agency and sufficient other financial support to attend.
· Preference is given to persons who:

· Have never before attended a NAPSA Conference;

· Write a clear and compelling goals statement for attending the conference;
· Have contributed to the APS and adult abuse fields over and above their job requirements.
· Awardees will be expected to provide NAPSA with a brief report on their follow up activities to the conference in early to mid 2010. 

· Awardees are expected to register for the conference in a timely manner.

· Awardees must immediately notify NAPSA if they cannot attend the conference for any reason so that the funds may be awarded to another applicant.
