Description

Presented to a person or organization whose efforts have resulted in a marked contribution to the field of Abuse of Elders and/or Persons with Disabilities or Protective Services. The contribution can be on a local, state or national scale. Joanne Otto was the first Executive Director of the National Adult Protective Services Association and a long time administrator of Adult Protective Services program in Colorado.   

Purpose of the Award

The Joanne Otto Distinguished Service Award is presented annually to recognize a significant contribution by an individual or organization to the growth and development of the field of abuse of elders and/or persons with disabilities or protective services. 

Eligibility

Any person or organization that has made a major contribution to the field may be nominated. 

Criteria

Nominees will be judged on the basis of: 

Distinguished efforts that result in a significant contribution to the field of abuse of elders and /or persons with disabilities or protective services.
