· Are currently employed as an APS trainer outside of California; the applicant must submit information which verifies that a significant part of their job duties involves training APS professionals.

· Are a currently paid up NAPSA member or join/rejoin with their application;

· Are committed to improving their skills and knowledge in order to better perform their APS responsibilities;

· Are committed to sharing the information gained at the NAPSA Conference with their APS and allied professional colleagues when they return to their communities;

· Cannot attend the conference without financial support;

· Have the approval of their agency and sufficient other financial support to attend.

· Preference is given to persons who:

· Have contributed to improving APS training through, for example, serving on the NAPSA conference committees, presenting at the NAPSA or other APS conferences or webcasts, etc.

· Write a clear and compelling statement for attending the conference.

· Awardees are expected to register for the conference in a timely manner and to notify NAPSA immediately if they are unable to attend the conference for any reason.
